Motion from Geneva to accept  Minutes of August 21, 2003, seconded by Salmon River. Motion carried.

Motion from Skaneateles to accept Treasurer’s report, seconded by Clinton. Motion carried.

Election of Officers – Vote for Vice President Jim Mills from Skaneateles 8, Bob Shorey from Clinton 3. Motion from Lysander to elect Jim Mills as Vice President, seconded by Geneva. Motion carried.

Tabled decision of new Squirt Division Director until next meeting.

Old Business:

1. Mohawk Valley Youth Hockey representatives Mike Alesandro and Tom Dreimiller described their program’s wish to join the Snowbelt League. They have 1 Squirt and 1 Pee Wee team for Snowbelt as well as a Mite and a Learn-to-Skate Program. Motion from Lysander to accept Mohawk Valley into the Snowbelt League, seconded by Clinton. Motion carried.

2. Proposal to amend 4.05. Delete “fifty dollars” insert “one hundred fifty dollars.” Also delete “notification of game cancellation should be made to the opposing team coach or manager” and insert “notification for weather related or less-than-seven-days-of-game cancellation must be completed by telephone to the opposing team coach or the association scheduler and to the Snowbelt League scheduler.” Motion made to accept by Lysander, seconded by Oswego. Motion passed with Valley opposing.

3.  Tabled the proposed change concerning hosting association’s game schedule during JAM until discussion of this season’s JAM tournament.

New Business:

Mohawk Valley – Only has 1 team at Squirt level and 1 at Pee Wee level. Would like them to be in Snowbelt League. Motion by Lysander to accept these 2 teams into Snowbelt, seconded by Skaneatlees. Motion carried with Oswego opposed and Camillus abstaining.

CLINTON – Will have 2 Midget teams in Snowbelt as well as one in Travel. Asking for waiver since they have multiple teams at one level. Motion by Auburn that multiple teams are OK as long as there is a Travel team too and the teams are equal ability. Seconded by Lysander. Motion carried. This applies to all associations putting in multiple teams this year.
