Motion by Skaneateles to accept Minutes of 9/18/03 with amendment that Ithaca and Elmira were present at the September meeting. Seconded by Oswego. Motion carried.

Motion by Salmon River, seconded by Geneva to accept the Treasurer’s report as written. Motion carried.

Jim Mills of Skaneateles will remain Squirt Division director as well as Vice President.

Old Business:

1. Student coaches – Motion by Auburn, seconded by Elmira that “student coaches” are allowed if they are: under 18, over 1 year older than the team being coached, rostered on a team (and earmarked as a nonskater and as a student coach), identified on the score sheet as a student coach, wear a helmet, have USA hockey insurance, do not play games or scrimmage with the team (basically follow all the requirements on pg. 175 of NYSAHA Guide Book). Motion carried 11 to 2 with Fulton and Lysander voting no.

2. No need for JAM tournament Committee. President Mike Perry will put together guidelines for tournament directors (consider the running-time problems that occurred last year, possibility of refs there early etc.).

3. Team Count –24 Squirt, 21 Pee Wee, 14 Bantam, 13 Midget teams registered.

4. Hardship – Oswego Midget team decided not to be tournament bound. Since their roster had not been received from Central Section, no hardship is needed from Snowbelt. A roster representing a team is needed and can be modified after high school try-outs.

5. Every coach must meet the required coaching level as USA Hockey mandates, unless granted a waiver by Central Section President Gary LeBrun. The waiver must be sent to Snowbelt for approval.

6. After reviewing letters of explanation, Snowbelt reps voted by email to overturn earlier denials of Geneva’s and Salmon River’s hardship requests. Hardships granted to both Squirt teams for this year.

New Business:

1. Midstate and Rome have removed teams after the agreed upon due date.   Motion by Auburn to fine $50 per team as a penalty. $50 to Rome and $100 to Midstate. Seconded by Oswego. Motion carried.

Motion by Oswego to amend the Snowbelt By-Laws to reflect the imposing of a fine for missing the scheduled deadline. Seconded by Camillus. Motion carried. Auburn will bring a proposal to the floor at the next meeting.

President Mike Perry will ask to attend Midstate’s next Board meeting to clarify Snowbelt League’s expectations.
