Meeting called to order 7:40 by President Mike Perry.

Motion by Camillus to accept to Minutes of 12/18/03. Seconded by Auburn. Motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report – Currently $3500 in bank account. Rome has paid League dues and Center State is expected to pay any day. No motion since there was no written report.

Scheduler’s Report – Game sheets need to be complete. Do not list goalies’ names, list the team names. This is especially a problem with Squirts and Pee Wees. A sample of a correctly completed game sheet is on the website. 

Midgets WILL be split for JAM. Tanya will decide how many teams in each bracket (there may be a clear split in standings).

Old Business:

1. We went through the JAM Tournament Rules and Regulations for 2004. A copy was given to each association. Reps should make sure that coaches each have a copy before JAM.

2. JAM fees are $535 per team. Fees are due by Feb. 13.

3. Tanya reports that there is no problem with the 65% Rule for Midgets.

4. Motion by Clinton to accept Article 2.01b. Seconded by Camillus. Discussion about amount of fine for withdrawing teams after the schedule is posted. $150 was decided. (See attached sheet for wording of Article 2.01b) Motion passed.

5. Motion by Clinton to accept Article 2.01c. Seconded by Ithaca. After open discussion on this, it was decided that Snowbelt should not give the option to not participate in JAM. Tanya withdrew the motion from the floor.

New Business:

1. Center State Squirt requested by email to be moved from Travel to Snowbelt before 12/31. This was okayed by email by Mike and Tanya. 

2. Hardship request by Rome for high school player with broken arm who will not meet the 65% rule. Motion by Skaneateles to grant hardship and allow this player to participate in JAM. Seconded by Ithaca. Motion carried.

3. Request by Oswego to accept Squirt Travel player into Snowbelt. Motion by Ithaca to allow player to switch teams after the 12/31 deadline. Seconded by Skaneateles. Discussion that since the player is a Squirt he/she might not have been aware that Travel teams do not follow equal ice time. Motion carried. Cortland opposed. Mohawk Valley opposed by email.  Rome abstained. 

4. Request from Oswego to allow a member of the Lysander team to be duel rostered onto Oswego Snowbelt. Motion by Auburn NOT to allow the player to be duel rostered. Seconded by Camillus. Motion carried.

5. Coaching Cards for JAM – each Tournament location will have a list of coaching waivers. Cards will be checked. They need 03-04 stickers. Potential problems- Whitestown Pee Wee team has only 1 coach with a level 3. Salmon River Pee Wee has no coach with a level 3.

Open Discussion:

Midstate Midget has 2 fighting penalties. Midstate will get information to Jim Mills and Disciplinary Committee will meet before this player can skate.

At some point Tanya will retype Snowbelt By-Laws without all the history so that they are easier to read.

Article 2.01b

Withdrawing a team from the League:

At the beginning of every season a League team fee and a deadline for final number of teams per association is set. For each and every team that is withdrawn from the League after this date, but before the League schedules are distributed, the association responsible shall pay the yearly team fee for the team even though the team will not be participating for the season. If an association is unsure of team numbers, it is in their best interest NOT to declare a team in the League– a pick-up schedule can be done after the League schedules are distributed when the team is confirmed. 

If the team is withdrawn after the League schedules are distributed, in addition to the yearly team fee, the offending association shall pay an additional $150 payable to the League. If an association chronically withdraws teams from the League (multiple teams and/or multiple years) that association shall be placed on probation and action taken deemed appropriate by the Snowbelt League board.
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
