MINUTES

August 19, 2004

Meeting called to order 7:40 by President Mike Perry.

Motion by Salmon River to accept Minutes of 3/18/04. Seconded by Camillus. Motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report – Mike read the treasurer’s report from Cathy Shaw. Projected expenses for the ‘04-‘05 season are $2,600. Expenses paid in ’03-’04 were $38,819 which included tournament expenses. The current balance is $4437.50. Motion by Lysander to accept the report. Seconded by Cortland. Motion carried.

Disciplinary Report – The Camillus and Mohawk Valley Pee Wee issue has been resolved. The incident happened after the game, out of the rink and was taken care of by the coaches rather than by Snowbelt. There are no other current issues. Jim would like to have an Incident Report Sheet for coaches to complete and send immediately to him. A question was raised about how many games need to be “sat out” for misconduct. Mike will clarify this at the next meeting.

Old Business:

1. Midstate Probation – Midstate remains on probation, but it is the hope that with new representation the communication issue will be resolved.

2. Coaching cards - There will be no waivers this year for coaching cards unless granted by the Central Section President. Squirts need a level 2, while PW, Bantams and Midgets need a level 3. Certification is good for 3 years. If a coach re-certifies online, please use your printout of that as proof of certification. This year copies of coaching cards will be collected with final rosters.

New Business:

1. Membership – All 19 associations will remain in Snowbelt League this season.  League dues remain at $50 per association. Payment is due to Snowbelt 9/30/04. 

2. Scheduling Dates –
Sept. 16 – Give Tanya the number of Snowbelt teams expected. If you are unsure, please underestimate. Tanya reports that it is easier to add a team than subtract one.

Oct. 3 – Final team counts are due. No changes may be made after this date.

Oct. 10 – Schedules will be out.

Oct. 29 – Interim rosters are due. These are lists emailed to Tanya.

Oct. 30 – First League games played.

Dec. 31 – Final signed rosters are due on USA Hockey T-1 forms, also copies of all coaches’ cards.

Feb.20 – Last League game played.

March 4, 5, 6 – JAM Tournament

3. Projected Team Count  - 23 Squirt, 21 PeeWee, 16 Bantam, 12 Midget. Reps need to ask their Associations whether they want to split East/West if there are over 21 teams in the division.

4. Duel-rostering – Motion by Skaneateles to allow girls to be duel-rostered on a Snowbelt Team and a girls’ team this season. Seconded by Geneva. Motion carried.

5. Division Directors – Squirts: Doug Fisk (Fulton), PW: Chuck Baye (Whitestown), Bantams: Sara Earl (Cortland), Midgets: Al Rice (Salmon River).

Open Discussion:

Hardship Requests:

1. Geneva Midgets – Geneva is hosting the State Midget Tournament this year. They ask if 5 non-high school skaters from their Snowbelt team can be duel-rostered on this tournament-bound team. Motion by Lysander to allow 5 non-high school Snowbelt skaters to skate in the state Midget tournament in Geneva. Seconded by Oswego. Motion carried.
2. Geneva Squirts - Request to not have a travel team and split 2 teams equally by ability and both teams be in Snowbelt. Tabled until next month when there will be more information about whether there will be one team or two.

3. Mohawk Valley – They have only one team at the Squirt and Pee Wee levels. Last year’s records indicate these teams were at the bottom of their brackets with young players. Motion by Lysander to allow Mohawk Valley to put a Squirt and a PeeWee team into Snowbelt without fielding a travel team. Seconded by Rome. Motion carried.
