MINUTES

October 14, 2004

Present: Auburn, Camillus, Center State, Clinton, Cortland, Elmira, Fulton, Lysander, Ithaca, Midstate, New Hartford, Oswego, Rome, Salmon River, Skaneateles, Valley, Whitestown

Absent: Geneva, Mohawk Valley

Meeting called to order 7:30 by President Mike Perry.

Motion by Center State to accept Minutes of 9/16/04. Seconded by Midstate. Motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report –All Association dues have been paid. Balance as of 9/27/04 is $4737.50. Snowbelt needs new insurance coverage. CHUB is no longer in effect after Jan. 2005. We will join other associations in a New York State policy. Motion by Skaneateles to accept Sept. Minutes and to charge $50 per team fee. Seconded by Camillus. Motion carried. 

Disciplinary Report –Disciplinary form is being updated.

Scheduler’s Report – Currently 21 Squirts, 20 PeeWees, 15 Bantams and 13 Midgets. Interim rosters are due Nov. 12 per Snowbelt By-Laws, not Oct. 31 as previously reported. Final rosters are due Dec. 31. They need to be signed by coaches and players only. Copies of front and back of coaches’ cards are also due at this time.

New Business:

Hardships –

Motion by Center State and seconded by Cortland to listen and entertain hardship requests about duel-rostering. Motion carried.

Center State – Requests that a Pee Wee Snowbelt goalie be rostered on the travel team as well. The travel team would like to have a back-up goalie available in case of sickness or injury.

Cortland – Also asks that a Pee Wee Snowbelt goalie be allowed to skate on the travel team in case of injury. This would encourage associations to give Snowbelt a goalie and not give travel teams 2 goalies because they are worried about injuries. Sara feels this would encourage associations to field Snowbelt teams when possible, if travel teams could feel they were not giving up their chance at a back-up goalie.

President Perry called Gary LeBrun who said hardships could be granted from Central Section for sectionals and states if the goalie is unable to play, but that it might take time. He also noted that the hosting association is required to provide a goalie if a team is missing one (p. 187).

Discussion about this topic showed that many associations have goalie issues.

Motion by Camillus to allow Snowbelt goalies to be duel-rostered on a same-age, higher-level team that has 1 or no goalie. Duel-rostered goalies need to be noted on the game sheet, and the fact that they are duel-rostered needs to be brought to the attention of the Snowbelt Board. Motion seconded by Midstate. Motion carried with Fulton opposed.

Cortland presented a request to duel-roster another 1-3 skaters from Snowbelt onto the Pee Wee tournament-bound team. Motion by Ithaca to NOT allow players to be duel-rostered except for goalies and girls. Seconded by Rome. Motion carried with Cortland opposed.

Elmira – They are unsure what will happen with their 23 Midgets and would like to get hardships at this meeting for either scenario.

 Motion by Skaneateles to allow Elmira to duel-roster a Midget goalie on 2 Snowbelt teams. Cortland seconded. Motion carried with Fulton opposed.

Motion by Ithaca to allow Elmira to field a 23 person Midget team (USA hockey would require 2 rosters). Only 20 players can play in any given game. Every skater will sit out an equal number of games. Seconded by Camillus. Motion carried with Fulton and Auburn abstaining.

Old Business:

1. JAM Locations – Squirts (12 upper, 9 lower) at Valley and Clinton, Pee Wees (12 upper, 8 lower) at Camillus and Lysander, Bantams (8 upper, 7 lower) at New Hartford and Salmon River, Midgets (7 upper and 6 lower or 6 and 6) at Skaneateles.

2. Canceling Games - Remind coaches about sections 4.04 and 4.05 of the By-laws concerning rescheduling games and forfeits.

3. Reminder of 2.06 and 2.07 of the By-Laws – UNY is considered a replacement for “tournament-bound.” No hardships/waivers or exceptions to 2.07 will be accepted for this season.

Open Discussion:

Pat from Midstate brought up the concern about low numbers. Midstate Squirts have 12 on travel, 12 at Snowbelt and PW have 12 and 11. Lack of numbers at certain levels seems to be an issue for all associations. Each association handles it differently. Some do move-ups, others duel-roster onto travel and UNY, others encourage skaters to look elsewhere. Communication between associations is encouraged. Combining teams may be a possibility in some instances and allow kids to have a team at their level.

Motion by Auburn to adjourn. Seconded by Skaneateles. Meeting adjourned at 9:30 p.m.
