MINUTES

November 11, 2004

Meeting called to order 7:40 by President Mike Perry.

Secretary’s Report - Motion by Rome to accept Minutes of 10/14/04. Seconded by Auburn. Motion carried. It was agreed that Minutes do not need to be read out loud before voting because all reps get advanced email copies.

Treasurer’s Report – Balance is $4887.50. All association fees have been paid. Team fees are due by the December meeting. Individual association statements are in error and need to be fixed. Tell your associations that the fee is $50 per team. New NY State Insurance is in place. Motion to accept Treasurer’s Report by Skaneateles, seconded by Center State. Motion carried.

Disciplinary Report –There is some confusion about sitting out games. If a player has 5 penalties during a game he/she must sit out the next Snowbelt game. It needs to be noted on the score sheet on the date the player is sitting the out.

Old Business – JAM hosts set. Question about whether the Midgets should play 6 and 6 or all 12. It was noted that 6 and 6 would be better to keep games close and discourage running up the score.

New Business:

Whitestown scheduler has changed all game times. Squirts play 8:15, Pee Wees at 9:40, Bantams at 11:10. 

Skaneateles/ Geneva Midgets game under protest by Geneva. Skaneateles showed up  half an hour late. Geneva did not go to running time. Curfew clock ended the game early when Geneva was behind by 1 goal. Motion by Auburn that the game should stand as a win for Skaneateles. It is not to be replayed. Geneva should have done running time on the clock, or protested the game before it was played. Motion carried. Geneva, Center State and Cortland opposed. Skaneateles abstained.

Hardships –

Camillus – Request that Bantam travel goalie be allowed to play on Snowbelt team as well since one Bantam Snowbelt team lost their main goalie to a high school team. According to 2.07 this is not allowed. No vote. Motion by Lysander to allow Camillus and Lysander to duel roster a Snowbelt goalie on the 2 Bantam Snowbelt teams. Seconded by Camillus. Motion carried.

Clinton – Parent of split-season tournament bound Midget requests that he be allowed to play Snowbelt Midgets for a few months since he did not make high school team and has no where to skate for the time being. Since this is in violation of 2.07 there was no vote.
