MINUTES

December 9, 2004

Meeting called to order 7:40 by President Mike Perry.

Secretary’s Report – Minutes are now posted on the website. One copy of By-Laws given to all associations present. Please see that copies are given to all Snowbelt coaches in your association. One more addition needed- 2.01b Fine for Withdrawing Team from the League. Updated version will be available soon on the website. Motion by Skaneateles to accept Minutes of Nov. 11, 2004, seconded and carried.

Treasurer’s Report – Balance is $5887.50. Motion to accept Treasurer’s Report by Skaneateles, seconded by Salmon River. Motion carried.

Disciplinary Report –There was one Midstate Bantam Misconduct and the player sat out a Snowbelt game. Sara asked for a sheet to hand out to coaches about penalties that need to be monitored. There will not be a disciplinary form to fill out this season since coaches’ feedback was mixed. They are not sure they want to fill out a form.

Scheduler’s Report –  Tanya is not retiring at the end of this season and everyone was thankful that she will stay on as Master Scheduler. There was discussion about reducing Scheduler workload. It is not necessary for the Scheduler to be at every meeting, but a report needs to be forwarded to the President before each meeting. There was discussion about whether the Scheduler could vote on Board items, but that would be in violation of the Constitution rule 3.02, since Scheduler is a paid position.

Final rosters, signed by coaches and players are due Dec. 31. Travel players may not switch onto a Snowbelt team after that date. Copies of Coaching cards are also needed.

Please make sure that game sheets are correctly filled out. Make sure only players who are there are listed. If a player is there and sitting out, please note that for tracking.

Request was made to delete comment that game sheets are “not hard to do” from the website.

Old  Business:

Midget 2.07 question: If there are 14 players on a team, can they share 1 position among 3 players? Discussion, but decided NO according to our By-Laws.

New Business:

Hardships –

Skaneateles – Currently has 2 Snowbelt Midget teams with 23 skaters total. Would like to combine them into one team. They would rotate skaters in since USA hockey says 18 skaters allowed and there are 21 on this team. Motion by Lysander to allow Skaneateles Midgets to combine into one team of 23 skaters. Seconded by Elmira. Motion carried. Tanya will figure out the scheduling issue and let Jim know.

According to our new By-Law 2.01b there will be a fine assessed Skaneateles for withdrawing a team from the League after the schedule has been made.  Motion by Whitestown, seconded by Mohawk Valley to assess this fine to Skaneatleles. Motion carried. Skaneateles owes $150 to Snowbelt.

Oswego – Midget goalie is injured. Request to dual roster the Snowbelt Bantam goalie on both Midget and Bantam Snowbelt teams. Motion by Auburn to grant hardship to Oswego and allow Bantam Snowbelt goalie to be rostered on both Bantam and Midget teams due to this injury. Seconded by Midstate. Motion carried.

Geneva – Asked for one more Snowbelt player to be allowed to play on the U-16 Tournament-bound team because they have a player with a broken wrist. Motion made to allow this hardship, seconded and carried. Geneva now has 6 Snowbelt players on this U-16 team.

Rome and Clinton were granted waivers for high school/travel additions and are in compliance of 2.07. Motion by Auburn, seconded by Skaneateles. Motion carried.

Center State –Requested that Robert Loibl, a goalie, be allowed to play for Broome County Club hockey team as well as Snowbelt. Motion by Center State, seconded by Skaneateles. Motion carried 10 to 6.

Camillus- Bantam Snowbelt goalie made the high school team, but is 4th goalie. Request that he can stay on Snowbelt team. According to Snowbelt By-Laws he can not. Request denied, no motion made.

Open Discussion:

Mike has received numerous complaints about “equal ice time.” He will write up a clarification of our By-Laws that we can look over and discuss. This issue needs to be addressed to coaches, so that everyone understands what this means.

Lysander asked if it was OK to have select teams off various rosters after JAM. No vote needed on this. Yes.
