Meeting called to order 7:40 by President Mike Perry.

Secretary’s Report – Motion by Camillus to accept Minutes of Dec. 9, 2004, seconded by Rome. Motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report – Balance is $6777.50. Monies are still owed by Elmira, Valley, Lysander and Skaneateles. Motion to accept Treasurer’s Report by Skaneateles, seconded by Ithaca. Motion carried.

Disciplinary Report – Jim reported that there have been a few single time offenders for fighting but no repeats to date.

Scheduler’s Report – Tanya was not available. 

Old  Business:

Coaching Directory - has been updated on the website.

Coaching Cards – some PeeWee teams have coaches with levels 1 or 2. These coaches are not allowed on the bench after Dec. 31. A level 3 is required by USA hockey for PeeWees or proof of a waiver must have been submitted to Snowbelt.

Team Fees and Fines – Auburn owes $150 for canceling a game with Clinton with only 2 hours notice (due to sick players).

New Business:

Valley Squirt coach requested that the forfeit his team received be rescinded. Valley’s rosters were not in by the Dec. 31 deadline. He felt it was unfair to punish children for the mistake of the registrar. Motion by Camillus to waive the forfeit and give the Valley team its win. Seconded by Auburn. In discussion the point was made that it is the Valley Snowbelt rep’s job to make sure that rosters were in on time, and that the date has always been Dec. 31. Motion carried with 14 yes and 5 no.

Karen (Center State) will propose an addition to the By-Laws assessing a fee to associations who do not have their rosters in on time. This will be presented next month.

Clinton Midget Roster- Player Craska wants to leave the high school team and go back to the Snowbelt team. There are already 15 players on that team with one travel player. Clinton must remove the travel player from the Midget travel roster in order to add any other house player, to comply with By-Law 2.07.

JAM Locations – This is still being decided. The stronger Camillus PeeWee team might end up in the lower bracket so that both Camillus teams could play at home. This is not a popular idea so we are asking if some associations would be willing to switch the level they are hosting. Decisions should be out next week.

JAM Rules – Same as last year. Reps should look them over for any suggestions. Teams should check beforehand with the hosting Tournament Director about Overtime. Karen (Center State) will propose a change to the By-Law 10.02 A, B and C to follow current Jam Tournament playing rules. This was an issue at the tournament last year.

Trophies – Pete (Oswego) presented sample trophies. Suggestion was made to use plaques this year instead. Bill (Auburn) and Jim (Skaneateles) will help Pete figure out trophy situation by next week.

HARDSHIPS- 

Request by Center State that an IP player be added onto Snowbelt roster. Motion by Skaneateles, seconded by Lysander to allow this player onto roster after our 12/31 deadline. Passed with 19 yes.

Request by Oswego to allow a girl from U-12 girls team onto Oswego #2 PeeWee team. Motion by Lysander to allow her on roster after the 12/31 deadline. Seconded by Ithaca. Motion carried with 19 yes.
