Secretary’s Report – Motion by Camillus to accept Minutes of September 15, 2005 with the correction by Camillus of number of Snowbelt teams. Seconded by Center State. Motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report –Balance is $5556.07. Motion by Salmon River to approve Treasurer’s Report. Seconded by Midstate. Motion carried.

Disciplinary Report – There is a Discipline link on the website for coach information about penalties.

Scheduler’s Report – Schedules are out. However, New Hartford withdrew 2 teams and Tanya needed to re-do the schedules. For this reason the final schedules have been delayed. There are 23 Squirt teams, 24 PeeWee, 15 Bantam and 13 Midget.

Old Business:

Division Committee Report – Mike McVey reports the committee is meeting and will have a report later this season.

Dual-rostering – Motion by Clinton to allow a tournament-bound U19 girl onto a Snowbelt Midget team, and NOT count as one of the four 2.07 high school/tournament- bound players. Seconded by Ithaca. Motion carried.

Cortland requested the dual-rostering of Snowbelt PW goalie onto the travel team. Motion by Center State to allow Snowbelt goalies to be dual-rostered on a same age, higher-skill level team that has 1 or no goalie.  Dual-rostered goalies need to be noted on the game sheet, and the fact that they are dual-rostered needs to be brought to the attention of the Board. Seconded by Whitestown. Motion carried. At this time Cortland and Whitestown will use this waiver.

Request from Oswego for clarification concerning a girl being dual-rostered on a high school and Snowbelt Midget team. No vote needed. Girls have been waived for dual-rostering for this season.

Equal Ice Form – Forms signed by coaches are due to Jim Mills at the Nov. 10 meeting. Legible copies of coaching cards can be turned in at this time too, but final date for cards is Dec. 31 with the final rosters.

New Business:

Team Fines – New Hartford owes Snowbelt $100 team fees plus $300 in fines for a total of $400 for 2 teams not participating this season. This is as a result of withdrawing teams from the League after the schedules are sent out (per By-Law 2.01b).

Interim rosters - Due Nov. 12. Bring them to the Nov. 10 meeting if possible.

Midget Rosters – Due to a problem Snowbelt foresees of Midget travel teams completing their season early and the possibility of skaters then joining Snowbelt teams, we are requesting the 6 Tier II associations with Snowbelt Midget teams to turn in Interim rosters to Snowbelt before the first weekend of play.

Bantam numbers are 18+3. They will have 2 rosters and rotate in 1 goalie each game. Motion to accept by Ithaca, seconded by Midstate.
