MINUTES

Nov. 10, 2005

Attendance -All associations present. Tanya Onori, scheduler, also present.
Meeting called to order 7:40 by President Mike Perry

Secretary’s Report – Motion by Skaneateles to accept Minutes of October 13, 2005. Seconded by Mohawk Valley. Motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report –Balance as of 11/9/05 is $2374. The second installment of the Scheduler fee has been paid. Motion by Mohawk Valley to approve Treasurer’s Report. Seconded by N. Hartford. Motion carried.

Discipline Report – There have been 11 misconducts and 1 match penalty in the first week of play. Coaches need to let Snowbelt know about misconducts. They should call Jim Mills and mark it on the game sheet. Central Section is looking for help with match penalties. Jim will attend a meeting to learn how to assess them.

Scheduler’s Report – Tanya is collecting interim rosters and web directory information tonight. She reports that a game sheet did come through reporting that a Camillus player did sit out his first Snowbelt game (due to a penalty at the last game of last season). **If there are issues with scheduling, please have teams go to the reps first before calling Tanya or Mike.**

Old Business:

Division Committee Report – Mike McVey reports the committee will try to have a report next month.

Dual-rostering – Motion by Valley to dual-roster 3 Mite A skaters from their travel team onto the Squirt Snowbelt team  for this season. The SB team had 10 skaters and a goalie, but 2 are out with injuries. Seconded by Onondaga. Motion carried with Cortland and Clinton opposing.

FYIs – Center State girl on travel team will also skate Squirt Snowbelt. Camillus PWSB goalie is also rostered on the travel team. Clinton PWSB goalie is also rostered on the travel team. 

Equal Ice Form – Should be handed into Jim tonight.

Added JAM Location for Squirts – 23 teams is proving to be an awkward number for scheduling the JAM tournament. Ithaca is worried about ice time, as well. New Hartford would like to share the Squirt JAM with Ithaca and Fulton. Fulton is concerned that with less teams they will make less money in concessions and sales. President Perry asks that we go with 3 locations.

New Business:

Interim Rosters- Due now.  Final rosters due Dec. 31.

Midget Rosters – These have been turned in to Tanya. Reps need to police travel players to make sure they are NOT going onto Snowbelt teams before the Dec. 31 deadline.

Coaching Directory – Due now.

Midget Waivers – Skaneateles, Lysander and Oswego will have up to 4 HS/travel players on their rosters, per 2.07.

Midstate Proposal regarding high school Bantams – Pat Sawyer of Midstate is requesting an addition to the By-Laws (2.08) to allow associations to request Bantam players be permitted to skate with their high school team as well as a Bantam Snowbelt team. The association making the request must also field a travel or UNY team. Requests are made in writing to the Board with proof that the player has been a Snowbelt or house equivalent skater for the previous 2 seasons of play. A vote on this proposal will be taken at the December meeting.

New Hartford made the motion that their fine (for removing teams from Snowbelt after the schedule had been sent out) be lessened from $300 to $150. Seconded by Skaneateles. An explanation was given concerning this. Skaters withdrew from the association after try-outs. New Hartford will take measures to ensure that they do not commit teams into Snowbelt until they know their numbers. Mohawk Valley added that they offered to work with Whitestown, but felt the communication was poor. Motion carried with Mohawk Valley and Oswego opposing.

Elmira Midget Game – cancelled with New Hartford with less than 24 hours notice. Fine of $150 due to Snowbelt per our By-Laws, to help cover ice time and refs.

Open Discussion:

Geneva reported that they were granted the UNY tournament as well as JAM and they are the same weekend. They ask if Snowbelt minds having some games at another location. President Perry responded that Snowbelt would certainly strongly prefer that all games be played in Geneva, and that was the understanding when they were granted the tournament.
