Meeting called to order 7:45 by President Mike Perry

Secretary’s Report – Motion by Rome to accept Minutes of November 10, 2005. Seconded by Geneva. Motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report –Balance as of 12/17/05 is $2042.58.  Motion by Mohawk Valley to approve Treasurer’s Report. Seconded by Lysander. Motion carried.

Discipline Report – Jim is handling several cases at the moment. There is even a Squirt misconduct. Please tell your associations that Snowbelt frowns on these penalties. Please notify your coaches that they must let Snowbelt know about Match Penalties. Call the rep who will contact Jim, or they can call Jim directly. Jim Mills attended 3 workshops that dealt with assessing punishments for these penalties. Jim will now take care of Snowbelt players and coaches, while the state (Central Section) will still handle tournament-bound team penalties. Equal Ice Forms should all be in by now.

Scheduler’s Report – Tanya is home from the hospital and feeling better. Game sheets may now be mailed to her house, and e-mails are OK. Please no phone calls to her home yet. Final rosters are due by Dec. 31.

Old Business:

Midget high school/travel players need to be noted on the score sheets.

Division Committee Report – Al Rice reports that the committee is still discussing a means to split Snowbelt into a higher and lower division in a fair way.

Coaching Directory – Contact numbers for coaches should be in to Tanya. Midstate notes that any changes to schedules needs to be done through the coaches, not the scheduler, Tom Duffy.

Midstate Bantam Proposal 2.08 – Sara will send out final wording on this proposal to By-Laws. It will mirror the Midget waivers that allow up to 4 high school players on the team. Motion by Midstate, seconded by Center State. Vote tabled until next month when final wording will be set. This allows representatives to go back to their associations and ask their opinions concerning this issue. The vote will be next month. Center State coach and board member Doug Rusch added to the discussion on this topic. Center State, Midstate, Whitestown, Clinton and Mohawk Valley all have potential issues with Bantams on high school teams.

New Business:

Center State motioned to request a waiver for 2 high school players to be allowed on this year’s Bantam Snowbelt team. Seconded by Valley. This is a waiver to 2.02 dual-rostering. Discussion: Two members of the Bantam Snowbelt team were accepted onto their high school teams, but are not skating in games. They would like to stay on the Snowbelt team. They have not played in a game for 3 weeks, waiting for our reply, but have gone to practices since they are committed to the team. Let it be noted that Joe Schlegal from Camillus protested that this be brought up for a vote, because last year Snowbelt would not hear his request for a similar waiver. It was noted that the Center State Board could accept these players onto their travel team if they so wished. Numbers are not an issue on either team. Motion denied. 5 yes, 8 no and 4 abstained.

Onondaga motioned to allow 2 Mite Travel players to be dual-rostered on the Squirt Snowbelt team. Seconded by Skaneateles. Currently they are on the Squirt team, but parents want them to skate on their age- appropriate team as well. Both teams are short on numbers. Onondaga requests this waiver to 2.02 because Valley requested this last month and was approved. Motion was denied, with 5 yes, 9 no and 2 abstaining.

Elmira/N. Hartford game needs to be rescheduled. Scheduler miscommunication.

NYSAHA is requesting that Snowbelt change the wording in some of the By-Laws. We are working on this, but it will not be done by the Dec. 31 deadline.

FYIs- Oswego requested that a penalty for game misconduct be lessened. The player sat out the next game, but does not want to sit out the next Snowbelt game as per our rules. By e-mail executive decision, the By-laws were upheld and the request denied.

Midget Geneva goalie- note on game sheet that he is subbing for injured player.

Camillus- travel goalie is no longer subbing on the Bantam team.
