Treasurer’s Report –Balance is $2463.18 as of 1/19/06.  Motion by Rome to approve Treasurer’s Report. Seconded by Ithaca. Motion carried.

Discipline Report – Jim asks that reps send an email to notify him if a Snowbelt player is thrown out of a game, even if it is not a Snowbelt game. Reps, please remind your coaches that they need to let Snowbelt (Jim or Mike) know when a player gets a Match Penalty (intent to injure). There is a time issue involved and a hearing needs to take place.

Old Business:

Division Committee Report – There are possible ways to divide Snowbelt into 2 tiers. Each association can claim to be an “A” or a “B.” JAM could be divided into 3 groups of 8 and not 2 groups of 12.
