PRESIDENT’S REPORT:  

Mike received an email from Geneva Rep Bill Rotenberg stating that he is unable to attend tonight’s meeting.  


Treasurer Chuck Baye not present, Mike has financial report.

Tanya’s email:  Mike explained the reasons for Tanya’s frustration re the scheduling of    games.  There was some miscommunication between Chuck, Mike and Tanya which Mike has now cleared up.   Mike stated that the duties of Scheduler will be re-evaluated, looking towards a reduction of time.  Confining duties to website and schedules.

SECRETARY’S REPORT:

The minutes of October 2006 were read and corrected.  The names of the division reversed; changed.  Rome was added to the East division and Valley 1 and 2 were added to the west division.  Ithaca moved the minutes be accepted as corrected, Rome seconded.  Motion carried
Discussion was held regarding the team divisions.  The seemingly uneven split was done intentionally to compensate for leagues with more than one team.

TREASURER’S REPORT:  

The ledger shows $6066.79.  There was a deposit of $3600.00 made.  Mohawk Valley made a motion to accept the report, Camillus seconded.  Motion carried.

SCHEDULER’S REPORT:



1. Tanya withdrew her resignation; everyone was in agreement to accept this move.

Tanya needs final rosters from Auburn, Clinton, Geneva and Ithaca. Interim rosters are due November 18th.
2. Directory information (coach’s names, phone numbers and emails) need to be given to Tanya. 

3. Game sheets with game codes are due into Tanya by Sunday evenings.  Home team is responsible for sending the game sheets.
4.  Geneva Midgets have a player that must sit a Snowbelt game.  If a non q game is played first, he must sit this game, plus the next Snowbelt game.

5.  JAM schedules are being worked on, will be ready for the January meeting.

Onondaga moved to accept the scheduler’s report, MidState seconded.  Motion carried.

DISCIPLINARY REPORT:

Jim Mills will need to be notified of any suspensions and the game/s the players will sit out.  Game sheets must have a notation of any match penalties or game misconducts.   A coach whose team has 15 penalties will have to sit a Snowbelt game.

1.  Chuck will send leagues invoices for outstanding dues.  Teams committed are: 28 squirts, 22 peewees, 15 bantams and 8 midgets.

3.  Snowbelt will host East and West All Star games at Midstate and Rome the weekend following JAM.

4.  By-law changes will be voted on at next meeting.
5.  Team directories must be in by November 20th
NEW BUSINESS:   


1.  JAM schedules will be done by January.


2.  Coaching cards due 12/21, bring in by next meeting.

3.  Equal ice time:  make a copy for each head coach of squirt, peewee, bantam and midget team. The coach must read and sign.  Send signed copies into Jim Mills.

4.  Final rosters must be in by 12/21, if not mailed in ahead of time.

5.  Southern Tier presented its request for one bantam team to enter Snowbelt.  This team has been in UNYI and is not in competition this year.  The coach has already scheduled 10 possible Q games and is more than willing to pull out of tournament if the team proves to be too strong.  There are 15 skaters, 2 goalies with no high school players.  They are willing to abide by the equal ice time and pay the $50 association fee and $65 team fee.  They are looking for one year in Snowbelt at this time.

Clinton moved to allow Southern Tier to join Snowbelt, Onondaga seconded.  Motion carried.

6. Gary Lebrun of USA Hockey spoke regarding the Adult Education Program. USA does not require this program yet but will down the road.  Each organization is to work out their individual Adult Ed programs.  Some ideas:

a. No player allowed on ice unless a parent attends the meeting


b. Hold registration until parent attends meeting

Snowbelt will receive training for Adult Ed programs.  Snowbelt recommends reps communicating with each other.  The object of this program is to make a better atmosphere for the kids to play.

7.  New rules: Mike suggested that coaches ask refs straight out at the start of each game “What is your interpretation of the rules?”
8.  Hardships:
a. Auburn has a pewee travel team with 14 players, and a house team with 12 (3 have quit) one goalie has quit and one is injured.  Travel has two goalies.  Auburn is requesting to dual roster one travel goalie until the house goalie recovers.  Mike has allowed the dual roster.

b. Rome bantam team has 2 first year skaters who will skate with the team after January, which will make 19 skates and one goalie.  Rome would like to skate 18 and sit one on a rotation.  USA hockey rules 18 skaters or a two minute penalty so this okay.
c. Ithaca requested the addition of two players to the midget roster.  One is from a UNI team and one has not played on any other team.  They have 14 players without these two.  Camillus moved to allow the increased roster, Mohawk Valley seconded.  Motion carried.

d. Clinton has 2 1st year midget skaters, they want to roster and rotate in and out of games.  If the kids are not able to play in January, they will be ineligible for JAM.

e. Rome has a goalie coming back to Rome who didn’t make the travel team.  The request is to dual roster him with New Hartford travel and Rome Snowbelt teams.  The primary commitment must be to Rome Snowbelt first. There can be no conflicts regarding the Snowbelt team.
f. Ithaca has bantam player who is a poor skaters with some physical issues and want to know how to handle this situation for safety reasons.  Give a much time as possible in non Snowbelt games, and notify coaches that this player should not be hit, as he lacks some skills.  This should be applicable to first year bantam and midget skaters and coaches should be notified if these players are in danger.

g. Lysander has 10 skaters.  They have 3 players who skated Snowbelt last year who are skating with the high school.  This qualifies for the 2.08 rule.  One player is injured, we need to be informed when he returns, and he must make 75% of the games.  
Lysander moved to adjourn, Ithaca seconded.  Motion carried.
