ATTENDANCE:  Auburn, Camillus, Center State. Clinton, Cortland, Elmira, Fulton, Geneva, Ithaca, Lysander, Midstate, Mohawk Valley, New Hartford, Onondaga, Oswego, Rome, Salmon River, Skaneateles, Valley, Whitestown.
Meeting called to order at 7:20 by President Mike Perry.  

Minutes were approved, after a motion to approve as read was made by Oswego and seconded by Camillus.
Treasurer’s Report:  Chuck Baye reported that the February balance was $10,677.96. Outstanding fines will be distributed next week.  Mike Perry stated that there is money to be rebated to member Associations as a result of over budgeting for the JAMs.  All were in agreement that $45.00 per team will be returned to each Association.

JAM Jerseys were purchased at a cost of $370.00 and sold for $10.00 each.  Out of 160 jerseys, 137 were sold.
Skaneateles made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s report.  Lysander seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Disciplinary Report:  Jim Mills stated there are some misconducts to be carried over to next year.  Associations will be notified of these issued.  There is a three game suspension issued to a coach who went into a referee’s room.  The coach has the opportunity to appeal the suspension.  This can happen 30 days before 1st scheduled Snowbelt game.  Gary LeBrun and USA Hockey are also involved; they have suspended the coach for 1 game.

A motion was made by Whitestown, and seconded by Geneva to accept the Disciplinary Report.   Motion carried.

Old Business:  

1.  JAM location reviews:
A.  Clinton-flawless, excellent, well run.  Four coaches were removed for not having the proper level coaching cards.  A total of seven coaches were removed overall.  


B.  New Hartford-A great tournament.  Mohawk Valley came in first, Camillus second.

C.  Whitestown-A good tournament.  There were issues between Ithaca and Whitestown, which will be brought up later.  


D.  Valley-A great tournament with no problems.

E.  Cortland-There were concerns regarding the format of a six team tournament.  After discussion, the decision was that the format results worked out to be the right ones.


F.  Elmira-Good tournament.  The kids loved entering the ice thru the Jackal with the lights dimmed.

G.  Lysander-there were 2 issues with parents.  There was a lot of positive feedback.

H.  Auburn-The Geneva coach was tossed from the tournament.  Camillus 1 beat Camillus 2 in a shootout in 


the lower division.  Ithaca won the upper division.

Overall the JAM tournaments went well.  One point, USA Hockey Rep, Gary LeBrun will toss those coaches who abuse, players and referees.

2.  JAM rules:
The question of the timeout rule arose.  TO’s are built into the bylaws, and must be used next year.  We will have to negotiate the venues beforehand to add extra time for each game to cover and timeouts.
3.  Schedules:  With the exception of the locations hosting all teams having to water down the refereeing pool, there were no issues.

4.  Midget 75% rule-again, much discussion regarding this issue.  The subject will be brought up again in the fall.
Camillus will set up a committee to look into the possibility of creating an upper and lower division of Snowbelt in order to provide a venue for associations fielding two and three SB teams.

New Business:  

1.  Tom O’Neil,  Ithaca YHA presented his position regarding the JAM Squirt Middle Tier held at Whitestown.  Please see the attached email from IYHA.  The board concluded that these issues were not Snowbelt related, and Ithaca should talk with the Whitestown association.  

2.  All Star Report-Mike Perry went over the attached notes from the All Star Games.  Everyone was in agreement that it was a great event.  The only issue was that some of the players left without paying for their jerseys.
3.  By Law Changes-A motion was made by Auburn and seconded by Camillus to accept the changes to the by laws, including the 2.08 permanent change.  Motion passed with 1 opposed and 2 abstaining.

4.  Nominations & Elections:  Chuck Baye agreed to return as treasurer.  A motion was made by Whitestown and seconded by Camillus to table the election of President until the next meeting. This will give Mike a chance to clean up final issues.  Motion passed.
