D.  Old Business:


1.  Multiple Teams:  Skaneateles request 2 Squirt Snowbelt teams equally divided.  A motion was made 

     by Oswego,  seconded by Mohawk Valley to accept the 2 squirt teams.  Motion carried.


2.  Non-tournament bound teams:  Salmon River withdrew Midget Snowbelt and requests the addition 


     of  Squirt and Peewee teams with no travel teams.  A motion was made by Center State to accept this


     request, seconded by Onondaga.  Motion carried.

3.  Fulton requested one Squirt team with 18 players;10 first years 8 returning (4 travel,4 SB) and no        
     travel team.  A motion was made by Lysander, seconded by Oswego to allow Fulton’s request for a    
     Squirt team.  Motion carried.

 4. Bantams, there are 26 players with 3 goalies; 11 first years (6 PW travel, 5 SB). The teams would be 

     split SB 13 and travel 11 with 2 goalies.  A motion was made by Geneva to dual roster 2 SB players

     to play travel, seconded by Onondaga.  Motion opposed.
5.  Southern Tier:  M Perry reported that we have received an email from Southern Tier stating that 

     tryouts were held for the SB Peewee team.  After much discussion it was agreed that the SB Bantam

     team could remain and the SB reps would go back to their organization and ask if they would not be

     better served by fielding a Peewee team in UNY.  A motion was made by Geneva, seconded by

     Camillus to not allow Southern Tiers to play SB at the Peewee level, based on their tryout procedure.

     Vote results: 9 for, 8 against, 2 abstain.  Motion carried.
